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2010 was a year of new challenges and significant achieve-
ments for the Legal Aid Service (LAS). It is safe to say that
step-by-step we ate approaching the goals set in 2009 within
the framework of the Five Year Strategy. These goals in-
clude the following: an inctrease in the availability of free
legal aid, provision of high-quality setvice, raising public

legal awareness and ensuting transparency of the LAS.

With regards to the challenges, the coming into force of
the new Criminal Procedure Code should be noted along
with the increase of the mandate of the Legal Aid Service.
The new procedural legislation based on the adversarial
principle has greatly increased the role of a counsel in ctimi-
nal proceedings. The new Code of Imprisonment provided
free legal aid for those prisoners who are subject to disci-

plinaty proceedings.

Besides the mandate, the area of activity of the Legal Aid
Service has also increased and now includes the multiethnic
region of Samtskhe-Javakheti. A Legal Aid Butreau and a
Consultation Center have begun operation in Akhaltsikhe
and Akhalkalaki, respectively. Moreovet, the infrastructute
of the LAS has improved. In particular, the Bureaus of
Shida Kartli and Kvemo Kartli have continued function-
ing in modernly equipped offices, which has improved the

working environment.

The proper operation of the Contracted Public Lawyers’
Register remains one of the priorities of the LAS. In this
regard, it is noteworthy that in 2010, within available finan-

cial resources, the remuneration of the lawyers was increased.

In order to ensure high-quality legal aid, greater attention was
paid to the professional development of public attorneys. As
a patt of this, number of training sessions, seminars and con-
ferences on various legal topics were conducted in 2010. In
addition, special efforts were made to develop professional
standards of public lawyers, which should help build confi-

dence in the legal aid system existing at the state’s expense.

In 2010, the LAS conducted an active information cam-
paign to raise public awareness of free legal aid. TV and
radio broadcasts and ads, newspaper articles and advertise-
ments were prepared within the framework of the campaign.

It should be noted that the information campaign was based
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on the results of sociological research, which reflected pub-

lic attitude towards the activities of the LAS. Moteover, Legal
Aid Bureaus and Consultation Centers conducted numet-
ous field sessions in order to examine and resolve the legal

problems of minors, vulnerable citizens, and IDPs.

To ensure the transparency of the activities implemented
by the LAS, the Minister of Cortections and Legal Assis-
tance has created the Monitoring Council of the Legal Aid
Service, which defines the principal directions of the Legal
Aid Service, approves its strategy, and monitors the imple-

mentation of the strategy.

The success achieved by the Legal Aid Service in 2010 1s the
result of the coordinated work of our team, the State and
international organizations. We shall continue to employ joint

efforts to improve and develop the free legal aid system.

2.1 INTRODUCTION

In 2007, following the adoption of the Law on Legal Aid, the government of Georgia set
a goal to create a sustainable and reliable legal aid system, as guaranteed by the Constitution
and international treaties, necessary for the provision of protection of rights and oriented
towards social demands. The passing of a Law in this field became a new stage of reform,
within which Legal Aid Bureaus and Consultation Centers began operation, and the
Contracted Public Lawyers’ Register was cteated, which in turn ensured the accessibility
of free legal aid.

The Law on Legal Aid also determines the types of setvices rendeted by the Legal Aid
Service. In particular, the types of legal Aid offered are the following:

B Legal consultation;
B Drafting of legal documents;

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B Protection of the interests of accused and convicted
persons during criminal proceedings;

B Representation in court in connection to administrative
and civil cases;

B Representation in an administrative body.

At this stage, the Legal Aid Service provides legal services
only in criminal cases. However, constant work is underway
to increase the capacities of the LAS and fully implement
its mandate. Moteovet, the changes introduced in criminal
legislation are also of great interest, since they have greatly

impacted the activities of public lawyers.
On October 9, 2009, on the third hearing, the Patliament of

Geotgia adopted the Criminal Procedure Code of Georgia,
which came into force on October 1,2010. With the adoption
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and enforcement of the new Criminal Procedure Code, a
foundation was laid for ctiminal proceedings based on the
adversarial principle and the notion of equality. The principal
emphasis in such proceedings is placed on the cteation of
equal conditions for the plaintiff and defending sides in order
to enable them to obtain necessary evidence during the
investigation process, and to present and examine the evidence

during the consideration of a criminal case in coutt.

According to the new Criminal Procedure Code, from October
1, 2010, trial by jury became operative in Georgia. The latter
will be an effective form of justice delivered by the direct
patticipation of the citizens of Georgia. On the basis of trial
by jury, the level of civil society involvement in the relevant
judicial activities, and, in general, the full participation of

citizens in the process will increase.




2.2’ THE MANDATE OF THE LEGAL AID
SERVICE

As 1s known, the new Ctiminal Procedure Code (CPC)
does not take into account the procedural status of the
suspect and defendant, although in reality this does not
signify the reduction of the mandate of legal aid in the
judicial process. In cases where criminal prosecution
was commenced following October 1, 2010, liable pet-
sons, prior to the issuance of a verdict, instead of the
status of suspect or defendant, would be given the sta-

tus of “accused”.

The new CPC no longer considets the victim as a patty
in criminal proceedings, whether an individual or a legal
entity (including the government), who has sustained
physical, material or moral damage as a result of the of-
fense committed. This clearly excludes their subsequent
right to counsel. However, it should be noted that in ac-
cordance with the transitional provision included in the
new CPC, the Legal Aid Service will continue the de-
fense of the victims (only during the interrogation stage)
in cases where the victim is a minor, incapacitated, ot
disabled, or is unable to protect his or her own intetests

due to health issues, until October 1, 2012.

With regatds to the enhancement of the mandate of
the Legal Aid Service, the Code of Imprisonment pre-
sents another significant innovation. The Code estab-
lishes the accessibility of accused and convicted pet-
sons remaining in penitentiary institutions to free legal

aid during the implementation of disciplinary measures.

2.3 THE ROLE OF THE LAWYER
IN ACCORDANCE WITH
THE NEW CRIMINAL PROCEDURE
CODE

The new Criminal Procedure Code has altered the role
of the attorney — both during the stage of investiga-

tion, and during the court proceedings.

Investigation Stage

B Under the new CPC, the lawyer has the right to imple-
ment a number of investigative actions, independent
of the person conducting the process (investigator /

prosecutor), with expenses incurred by the defending
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party: inspection (of the crime scene, the object /
weapon with which the offense was committed, etc.),
collection of specimens for expert examination, iden-
tification, investigative experimentation, and cotpse
exhumation. In accordance with the old CPC, the law-
yer did not possess the authotity to implement the
aforementioned activities independently. He or she
could only solicit the person conducting the proceed-
ings regarding the implementation of investigative ac-
tions, and, in case of a positive decision, partake in
said investigative actions.

Under the to new legislation, a lawyer may, in a for-
mat and mode fully equal to that of the prosecu-
tion, maintain contact with those persons who dur-
ing the trial will be brought before the court as wit-
nesses, and prepate them for the trial process. In
accordance with the old CPC, lawyers had no such
procedural leverage. Here too, they were largely
dependent on the person conducting the process
whom they solicited with regards to the interroga-
tion of the individual proposed as witness by the
prosecution.

As stated by the new CPC, a lawyer may, at any stage
of the proceedings, tequest the prosecution to pro-
vide copies of all documentation or information
which it aims to present as evidence during the trial
process. In addition, the fulfillment of such a re-
quest is mandatory, and failure to comply renders
the unsubmitted documentation/information as un-
acceptable evident. Under the old CPC, a lawyer did

not possess such leverage.

Criminal Proceedings Stage

In accordance with the new CPC, regatdless of the
request of the prosecution, a lawyer may, priot to
trial, store certain evidence in sectet. Such proce-
dural leverage is possessed exclusively by the defen-
stve side. However, a fine must be incurred in such
a case. The old CPC recognized no such norm.

As stated by the new CPC, a lawyer may refuse the
judge the right to pose a clarifying question to the
person summoned as witness. The defense did not
possess such a right in accordance to the previous
procedural legislation.

The new CPC enables the lawyer, in a mode equal
to that of the prosecution, to participate in the jury

selection process.
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THROUGH THE EFFORTS OF THE TBILISI LEGAL AID BUREAU
LAWYER, MR. PAATA MEKHRISHVILI, THE PENALTY ADJUDICATED TO
A MINOR CHARGED WITH THEFT WAS COMMUTED

Through the assistance of attorney Paata Mekhrishvili, the impending penalty of seven to
ten years imprisonment intended for Nika Kh., a minor accused of theft, was significantly

commuted.

Nika Kh. was charged with numerous counts of breaking and entering and theft in a
storage facility. However, this was not the first offense for Nika. At the time of the theft,
he was already serving a three-year conditional sentence which was imposed on him for
patticipating in a violent robbery by a group. Since Nika committed a repeat offense

during the probation period, the term of the conditional sentence was fully added to the

LEGAL AID SERVICE
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punishment for theft, and, ultimately, he was sentenced

to seven to ten yeats imprisonment.

Attorney Paata Mekhrishvili began the defense pro-
cess of Nika Kh. with a preliminary examination of
his previous sentence. As it turned out, during the com-
mission of the robbery in 2008, Nika was 13 years old.
Under the amendments made to the Criminal Code in
2010, the age of criminal responsibility was raised from
12 to 14 years. In addition, as is known, a criminal law
which abolishes the ctiminality of an action is tetroac-

tive.

On the basis of these circumstances, attorney Paata
Mekhtishvili addressed the Criminal Law Chamber of
the Supreme Court with an appeal regarding the recon-
sideration of the sentence under the newly emerged

circumstances.

The Criminal Law Chamber of the Suptreme Coutt con-
sidered the appeal, annulled the verdict made with regards
to Nika Kh. and dismissed the case. However, in addition
to the fact that Nika Kh. was released from probation, he
was also telieved of charges under Article 177, part 3, sub-
paragraph “b” of the Criminal Code, with respect to theft
on multiple counts. He was eventually charged with break-
ing and entering and theft in a storage facility, stipulated by
Atrticle 177, part 2, subparagraph “g” of the Criminal Code,

and sentenced to 2 yeats imprisonment.
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THROUGH THE EFFORTS OF THE TBILISI LEGAL AID BUREAU
CONSULTANT, MR. LEVAN JORBENADZE, A DISADVANTAGED
CITIZEN RECEIVED COMPENSATION FOR SALARY ARREARS

Zurab T. has been working at the Tax Office since 1994. In the period of 2000-2003,
the Office has accumulated GEL 600 of salary atreats for Zurab. Thus, Zutab T.
appealed to the Thilisi Legal Aid Bureau with the problem of a labor dispute.

On the advice of the Thilisi Legal Aid Bureau Consultant, Mr. Levan Jorbenadze, in
September 2010, Zurab T. addressed the Revenue Service with a request for the
payment of the salary arrears. However, the response of the Revenue Service made
it clear that the financial allocation of 2010 did not allow the Ministry of Finance to

pay for arrears accumulated in previous years.

In October 2010, the Consultant of the Tbilisi Legal Aid Bureau, Levan Jorbenadze,
prepared a lawsuit with the request to pay the salary arrears. In the lawsuit, Levan
Jotbenadze invoked Article 137 of the Civil Code of Geotgia, according to which
the duration of the statute of limitations shall cease if the liable person recognizes
the existence of the request before the authorized person by way of advance pay-
ment, interest payment, warranty ot other means. The lawsuit also invoked the case-
law of the European Court of Human Rights. In accordance with the case-law of
the Strasboutg Court, the lack of state funds does not setve as a viable justification

for the refusal to release existing arrears.

The lawsuit filed by Levan Jorbenadze proved to be effective. The Board of Ad-
ministrative Affairs of the Thilisi City Court ruled against the defendant, the Rev-
enue Service, and instructed full payment to Zurab T. of salaty arrears accumu-
lated during the petiod of 2000-2003.

THROUGH THE ASSISTANCE OF MTSKHETA-
MTIANETI LEGAL AID BUREAU LAWYER,
MR. ZAKRO GVISHIANI, THE DEFENDANT
WAS SENTENCED TO COMMUNITY SERVICE
AS PENALTY

Alik T., charged with theft and backing with three to
five years imprisonment, was instead sentenced to com-
munity service through the efforts of Mtskheta-Mtianeti
Legal Aid Bureau attorney, Zakro Gvishiani.

Attorney Zakro Gvishiani was charged with the defense
of Alik T. during the preliminary investigation stage. His
client was accused of the theft of rain gutters stored in the
“New Energy, Ltd.” warehouse in Tserovani. Following
his involvement in the case, Zakro Gvishiani offered legal
consultation to the defendant and agreed to defend him.

During the investigation stage, in order to mitigate the
defendant’s responsibility, the attorney presented docu-
mentation asserting his client’s social status, including his
wedding certificate, birth certificates of minor children,
IDP certificate, certificate of registration of vulnerable
families in a unified database, and letter of reference. Prior
to the imposition of preventive measures, Alik T. was
released from detention. Subsequently, duting consider-
ation of preventive measures, he was levied with a pen-

alty of GEL 2,000, payable within a month.

Alik T’ family’s vulnerable status would not allow them
to pay the fine. Therefore, following consultation with
his client, Zakro Gvishiani addressed the Mtskheta dis-
trict prosecutor’s office with a request to formulate a
plea bargain, which proposed to convert the punish-
ment into the form of community service.

The afotementioned request was accepted. On the basis of
the plea bargain formulated between the two parties, Alik T.
was sentenced to 200 hours of community service along
with a conditional sentence. It should be noted that after
serving the full sentence, Alik T. was employed in the Mtskheta
regional cleaning service on the basis of a recommendation
issued by the Mtskheta-Mtianeti Legal Aid Bureau.

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THROUGH THE EFFORTS OF KAKHETI LEGAL AID BUREAU LAWYER, MR. GIA PARADASHVILI,
A BURGLARY SUSPECT WAS ACQUITTED OF CRIMINAL CHARGES

Through the assistance of Kakheti Legal Aid Bu-
reau attorney, Mr. Gia Paradashvili, criminal pros-
ecution against Giorgi O., charged with burglary, was
discontinued. The client of the public attorney was
charged with burglary in an apartment, which implies
a punishment in the form of eight to twelve years of
imprisonment. Moreover, Giorgi O. had been previ-
ously convicted and serving a sentence for the mis-
appropriation and embezzlement of anothet’s prop-

erty.
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According to the criminal case materials, Giorgi O., in a state
of intoxication, decided to rob Zeinab M., residing in Gurjaani,
with the aim to take possession of money. The accused un-
lawfully entered the victim’s residence, and threatening her
with harm to life and health demanded money from het.
This process lasted for 15-20 minutes, after which Giorgi

O. heard noises from the street and fled the scene.

Following his involvement in the case, Gia Paradashvili

held a discussion with the defendant and commenced the

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examination of the case materials. As it
turned out, Giorgi O. had an alibi, which
confirmed his innocence. In particular,
during the time the ctime was committed,
Giorgi O. was in the neighboring village
of Shashiaani, where he first attended a
feast, then slept, and in the morning went
home — to the village of Chumlaki — on

foot.

Subsequently, the public attorney requested
the interrogation of those persons who
would be able to confirm the authenticity
of Giorgi O’s alibi. The testimonies of these
individuals convinced the prosecution of the
innocence of Gia Paradashvili’s client. Ulti-
mately, Giorgi O. was teleased from deten-
tion and criminal charges against him were

dropped.
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THROUGH THE ASSISTANCE OF KAKHETI LEGAL AID BUREAU CONSULTANT, MS MARY
KHACHIDZE, A CITIZEN WAS EXEMPTED FROM PAYING EXCESSIVE TAXATION

Dedoplistskaro resident Soso K. addressed the Kakheti
Legal Aid Buteau with the issue of a tax dispute in Sep-
tember 2010. The Revenue Service of the Ministry of Fi-
nance of Georgia had charged him with a land tax of GEL
4,500. The amount had been deducted from Soso Ks sal-
ary, and at the time of his appeal to the Legal Aid Bureau,
it had amounted to GEL 3,500.

The Kakheti Legal Aid Bureau Consultant, Mary Kha-
chidze, studied the case in detail. It turned out that Soso

K. was mistakenly included into the list of landowners pro-
vided by the District Council to the Revenue Setvice. In
actuality, Soso K. did not possess any plots of land. This
factor was mentioned in the complaint filed by Consultant
Mary Khachidze requesting the nullification of the order
of the Telavi Regional Center by the Ministry of Finance
and the assessment of the legality of the imposed tax.

The aforementioned complaint was only partially satisfied

as the order of the Telavi Regional Center of the Revenue
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Setrvice was annulled. The agency was requested to assess the legitimacy of the accrued amount and present an

amended tax notice. Ultimately, on the basis of the amended tax notice, the citizen in question was charged with the
payment of GEL 810, instead of GEL 4,500. However, this did not put an end to his legal problems. The Kakheti

Legal Aid Bureau Consultant Mary Khachidze is continuing work in otrder to eliminate errors committed by the City

Council with regards to Soso K.

Spouses Lachin and Binal Ch., accused of battery, whose
interests in a private prosecution case were protected by
the Head of the Kvemo Kartli Legal Aid Buteau, Joseph

Jamaspishvili, were fully acquitted on all counts.

Lachin and Binal Ch., involved in a family dispute, were
accused of battery, which caused physical pain to the
victim, Ragim Ch., but did not result in short-term health
disorders or any significant loss of general capacity to
wortk. The victim requested that they both be found guilty
and charged with a fine of GEL 1,000 each.

Despite the fact that duting the proceedings, in addition to
the victim’s testimony, other evidence was available, neither
the victim nor his attorney were able to present or examine
it during the court hearing. According to the Criminal Pro-
cedural Code of Georgia, a speculation shall not serve as a
basis for a verdict of guilty. The verdict is defined only on
condition that during the trial, the commission of a ctime
is proven based on itrefutable evidence. However, at the
trial, only the victim’s testimony was presented. Therefore,
the Bolnisi District Court acquitted Lachin and Binal Ch.

IMPRISONMENT

Zviad G., charged with breaking and entering and theft in a storage facility and threat-
ened with a penalty of four to seven years imptisonment, was released from the court-

room with a conditional sentence and the imposition of community service.

According to case materials, Zviad G., a resident of the village of Shindisi, entered the
garage of Asmat G. and took possession of five bags of saltpeter. For this act, the
defendant was sentenced to imprisonment with the condition of bail set at GEL 3,000.

Due to a lack of financial resoutces, the defendant’s family was unable to post bail.

Subsequently, Zviad Gs attorney Maya Grigolishvili appealed to the Gori Prosecutor’s
Office with a request for a plea bargain. Her statement was supplemented by docu-
mentation asserting the defendant’s difficult social situation: copy of the certificate of
registration of vulnerable families in a unified database, certificate from the family’s
place of residence, certificate of marital status and letter of reference. The Prosecutor’s
Office accepted the aforementioned appeal. According to the plea bargain, Zviad G.

received a suspended sentence and community service.

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THROUGH THE ASSISTANCE OF SAMTSKHE-JAVAKHETI LEGAL AID BUREAU LAWYER,
MR. DAVID KURTANIDZE, FOREIGN DEFENDANTS CHARGED WITH ILLEGALLY CROSSING
THE BORDER WERE RELEASED FROM THE COURTROOM

The citizens of Cameroon, Edwin N. and Ekona P, who
were serving a sentence of 8 years for illegal border cross-
ing and repeated attempts, were released from imprison-

ment through the efforts of attorney David Kurtanidze.

Tt was discovered that the defendants were initially detained as
citizens of Somalia, Rolling 7. and Andoh G, for illegally cross-
ing the border into Turkey. The Akhaltsikhe District Court found
them guilty and sentenced them to eight years imprisonment
for both violations. Subsequently, the defendants addressed the
Samtskhe-Javakheti Legal Aid Bureau. Attorney David

Kurtanidze commenced the protection of their interests.

David Kurtanidze lodged an appeal against the verdict of
the Akhaltsikhe District Court and requested that both

defendants be acquitted. The attorney obtained evidence
with regards to factual circumstances incorrectly detet-
mined by the Court. In particular, the true identity of Roll-
ing Z. was Edwin N., and Andoh G. was in reality Ekona
P. Both defendants were citizens of Cameroon, instead of
Somalia. Moreovet, they had crossed the Georgian border

legally.

The appellate Court partially granted the appeal and ac-
quitted the clients of the public attorney of illegally cross-
ing the Georgian border. For the attempted illegal border
crossing a plea agreement was formulated. The defendants
were sentenced to five years probation each, upon which

they were released from the courtroom.

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THROUGH THE EFFORTS OF IMERETI-ZESTAPONI LEGAL AID BUREAU CONSULTANT,
MS TAMAR OBOLADZE, A CITIZEN AVOIDED THE OBLIGATION TO PAY GEL 27,000

Citizen Nargiz G. approached the Imereti-Zestaponi Legal Aid Bureau with an issue of property dispute. According
to her, she had purchased real estate on the tetritory of Zestaponi. However, this fact was disputed by a third person,
Omar M., who was associated with the original owner through rent. Omar M., through a suit filed in court, claimed
that he had carried out improvements to the disputed property, and thus, on the account of the so called “unfounded

wealth” requested her to pay 27,112 lari and 90 tetri.

The consultant of the Imereti-Zestaponi Legal Aid Bureau, Tamar Oboladze, in a rebuttal action prepared for Nargiz

G., drew attention to the factual citcumstances existing in the case and relevant legal norms.

In particulat, the rebuttal noted that the claimant failed to submit evidence confirming the exact time the improve-
ments were conducted — before or after Nargiz G. acquired the property. In addition, Omar M. was unable to indicate

whether he had obtained mandatory consent from the owner for the improvements carried out on the property.

Both the trial court and the appellate court, following the appeal, fully considered the position established by consult-
ant Tamar Oboladze in the counter lawsuit. The request of the opposing party was rejected and Natgiz G. avoided the
payment of more than GEL 27,000.
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THROUGH THE ASSISTANCE OF IMERETI-ZESTAPONI LEGAL AID BUREAU SPECIALIST,
MS ELISO BOGVERADZE, A CITIZEN RECEIVED OWNERSHIP OF AN APARTMENT

Citizen Pasha K. approached the Imereti-Zestaponi Legal
Aid Bureau with an issue of residential apartment legaliza-
tion. As stated by Pasha K., the local municipal administra-
tion refused to privatize the apartment where he had been

living for many yeats.

With the assistance of the Imereti-Zestaponi Legal Aid
Bureau specialist, Eliso Bogveradze, an appeal against the
refusal of the administration was lodged with the Zestaponi
Municipality Council. However, the Council concurred with
the position of the administration. Subsequently, Eliso

Bogveradze filed a suit in the Zestaponi District Court.

The lawsuit stipulated that the decisions of the adminis-

trative bodies hindered the legitimate right of Pasha K.

to obtain property. Along with the statement of ap-
peal, a document asserting the registration of the
owner of the apartment, Form #17, was presented.
Though the Form confirmed legal ownership of the
apartment, it had not been previously considered by
the municipal administration and Council. The law-
suit was based on the Presidential Decree #73 and the
requirements of the 1964 Civil Code. Moreover, the
fact that the submitted documentation was quite suf-
ficient for the administrative bodies to issue a state-
ment on the legalization of the apartment was also
substantiated. Ultimately, the Zestaponi District Court
granted Pasha Ks appeal and acknowledged his legal

ownership of the apartment.

THROUGH THE EFFORTS OF THE IMERETI-KUTAISI LEGAL AID BUREAU CONSULTANT,
MS SOPHIO KUBANEISHVILI, TWO MINOR CHILDREN WERE PROVIDED WITH HOUSING

Citizen Maka N. approached the Imereti-Kutaisi Legal
Aid Bureau with an issue concerning her two minor chil-
dren who had been left homeless. She requested the prepa-
ration of a suit to provide the children with housing from

the propetty of their father.

The circumstances wetre complicated by the fact that dut-
ing the marriage, she had not acquited any properties
jointly with her spouse. The children’s fathet, who used

an accommodation space, had no title to it.

Legal aid for a citizen was provided by the Imereti-Kutaisi
Legal Aid Buteau specialist, Sophio Kubaneishvili. Spe-
cifically, the specialist prepared a lawsuit whetein she re-

quested the children’s father to allocate housing from avail-
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able living space or at another alternative space. The lawsuit
was substantiated by Articles 1,197 and 1,198 of the Civil
Code of Georgia, as well as part 1 of Article 16, part 1 of
Atrticle 18, and Article 27 of the UN Convention on the Rights
of the Child. In June 2010, primarily taking into account the
interests of the children, the Kutaisi Disttict Coutt fully up-
held Sophio Kubaneishvili’s appeal, and stipulated that pat-
ents are entitled and obligated to raise their children, care for
their physical, mental, spititual, and social development, and
raise them as worthy members of society. This, however, is
unfeasible without the provision of approptiate housing for
the child.

In December 2010, the decision of the Court was enforced

and the two minor children received a residential apartment.

of Internal Affairs of Georgia. The total sum amounted to 1,055 lati and 39 tetri.

The Ministry of Internal Affairs, in its letter addressed to Zaza R., had recognized
the existence of the salary arrears. However, due to the unavailability of funds in the
budget, they had withheld payment of the arrears. Based on these citcumstances, as
well as vatious legislative norms, including Articles 4 and 37 of the Public Service
Law, Article 137 of the Civil Code, Article 30 of the Constitution of Georgia and the
UN Universal Declaration of Human Rights, the Samegtelo-Poti Legal Aid Bureau
consultant Maya Daraselia prepared a lawsuit. The plaintiff requested the Ministry
of Internal Affairs to pay the salary arrears. The Coutt fully upheld the lawsuit, and

Zaza R. received appropriate compensation.

THROUGH THE EFFORTS OF AJARA LEGAL AID BUREAU CONSULTANT, MS MAYA BLOCKADE,
A DISADVANTAGED CITIZEN AVOIDED PAYMENT OF A FINE IN THE AMOUNT OF GEL 2,000

Citizen Vida A. approached the Ajara Legal Aid Bureau after he was fined GEL 2,000 for illegally crossing the

border. At the time he was already serving a conditional sentence which was imposed on him for theft.

The Ajara Legal Aid Bureau consultant, Maya Bolkvadze, lodged an administrative appeal against the imposition of

the fine and requested the annulment of the fine.

Maya Bolkvadze’s request was substantiated by the Law on Non-Custodial Punishments and Probation, part 2 of

Article 15 of which states that “minors, and those defendants who are registered in the unified database for vulner-

able families, and the indicator of their socio-economic condition is lower than the marginal score established by

the Government of Georgia in order to receive subsistence allowance, shall be exempt from the obligations to pay

fees and fines defined by Articles 12, 13, and 14 of the present Law.”

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THROUGH THE ASSISTANCE OF AMBROLAURI CONSULTATION CENTER LAWYER,
MS. THEA CHIKVAIDZE, A CITIZEN AVOIDED THE PAYMENT OF AN ADDITIONAL FINE

Accotding to the Code of Administrative Offenses, Citizen Koba Kh., who was transporting 3m’ of coniferous

timber, was fined GEL 50 for the transportation of fitewood without appropriate documentation attesting its legality,

and GEL 660 for damage caused to the environment. In addition, the material in possession of Koba Kh. was

confiscated.
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When Koba Kh. Approached the Ambrolauri Consultation Cen-
tet, the Consultation Center attorney, Thea Chikvaidze, meticu-
lously studied the issue. As it turned out, the Ambrolauri District
Court imposed the fine on Koba Kh. without taking interest in
the details of the case. Evidently, Koba Kh. had legally acquired
the timber from another citizen Romanoz M., who was not even
summoned by the Court as a witness.

Thea Chikvadze prepated a lawsuit requesting the annulment of the
imposition of the fine, and the cessation of administrative proceed-
ings. The lawsuit was supplemented by an explanatory note submit-
ted by Romanoz M. asserting that he had indeed sold the coniferous
wood to Koba Kh. Moreovet, the lawsuit included the principal evi-
dence — documentation establishing the legality of the timber.

The appellate court of Kutaisi largely accepted the evidence and
arguments submitted by the Ambrolauri Consultation Center,
and annulled the decision of the Ambrolauri District Court with
regards to the compensation for environmental damage and the

confiscation of the coniferous timber.

A resident of the village of Makvaneti, Ketevan K. ap-
proached Ozurgeti Consultation Center of the Legal Aid
Service in February 2010. She had been working at the
Chamber of Control of Geotrgia for many years, and, fol-
lowing her dismissal, had not received salary arrears accu-

mulated in previous years, which amounted to GEL 4,833.

Ketevan K. appealed to the Thilisi District Court with a
lawsuit compiled by the Ozurgeti Consultation Center at-
torney, Jamze Memarnishvili. The Court ruled in favor of

the plaintiff and imposed an obligation on the Chamber of

Consequently, Tamze Memarnishvili prepared a counter
lawsuit. The appellate court upheld the decision of the
municipal court in force, and the respondent patty, in tutn,
lodged an appeal against the ruling with the Supreme
Coutt of Geotgia. Ketevan K. received the verdict of the
Supteme Court, which granted her the right to provide
her opinion regarding the admissibility of the complaint.

Otar K., a resident of the region of Akhalkalaki, approached
the Akhalkalaki Consultation Center of the Legal Aid Ser-

vice with an issue of compensation for losses.

The present case has its origins in an eatlier case that took
place in 2003. As gathered from the materials of the ctimi-
nal case proceedings, in 2003, a resident of the village of
Tiban in the Sighnaghi Municipality, Zakaria Kh., fraudu-
lently took possession of 17.5 tons of potatoes belonging
to Otar K. and was convicted for the same offence. The
Damages to the plaintiff amounted to GEL 7,275. How-
ever, Zakaria Kh. refused to fully compensate the damage
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claiming that the amount was not calculated correctly, and
that he had already reimbursed a part of it.

Within the framewotrk of assistance extended to Otar K.,
consultant Vasil Balakhadze prepared a lawsuit indicating
that the verdict of the Akhalkalaki District Court found
Zakaria Kh. guilty, Otar K. the victim, and the price of
the 17.5 tons of potatoes appropriated by the accused
amounted to GEL 7,275. The above circumstances were
substantiated by material obtained from the said criminal
case. Ultimately, the Court fully upheld the lawsuit and Otar
K. received compensation for damages.

4.1 NEW OFFICES AND IMPROVED
INFRASTRUCTURE

Prior to 2010, the multiethnic population of Samtskhe-
Javakheti consisting of 210 000 citizens, did not have
access to free legal aid. This problem was resolved with
the support of UNDP. In January 2010, a Legal Aid
Bureau began operation in Akhaltsikhe, and in Septem-
ber, the Akhaltsikhe Consultation Center was opened.
Both offices were refurbished and equipped to modern

standards.

Six public lawyers, consultants and specialists employed
in the Samtskhe-Javakheti Legal Aid Bureau provide
complimentary service to the residents of Adigeni,
Akhaltsikhe, Aspindza, Akhalkalaki, Ninotsminda, and
Borjomi. Citizens were provided with the opportunity
to receive all types of legal consultation, as well as docu-
ment drafting and attorney services during ctiminal pro-

ceedings.

Selected on a competitive basis, a qualified lawyer is em-
ployed at the Akhalkalaki Consultation Center who, in
addition to Akhalkalaki, provides setvices to the resi-
dents of the Ninotsminda district. According to requite-
ment, He provides free consultation on any legal mat-
ter, and prepares legal documents. Moreovet, socially
disadvantaged citizens enjoy free legal services in crimi-
nal proceedings. For this purpose, the Contracted Pub-
lic Lawyers’ Register has been created. The Register keeps
recotds of attorneys employed in the private sectot.
Based on budgetary remuneration, the attorneys pro-
vide free legal services to citizens in cases determined

by law.

It should be noted that demand for complimentary le-
gal service in the regions is quite high. According to
statistical data, the Samtskhe-Javakheti Legal Aid Bu-
reau is one of the busiest offices in terms of criminal
cases considered in proceedings. In addition, the num-
ber of individuals addressing the Akhalkalaki Consulta-

tion Center for legal advice is also increasing.

Together with the opening of new offices, the two func-
tioning Bureaus were reconstructed. The Shida Kartli
Legal Aid Buteau was refurbished with the financial
support of UNDP. Reconstruction work at the Kvemo
Kartli Bureau was carried out at the expense of the state

budget.

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4.2 CONTRACTED PUBLIC LAWYERS’ REGISTER

The Contracted Public Lawyers’ Register is one of the
means for extending free legal aid. The Register became
operative in May, 2009, and began to provide regular le-
gal aid. It functions according to the following system:
within the framework of legal aid, a database of private
lawyers who have expressed willingness to provide free
legal aid for citizens, based on budget remuneration, is in
operation. The lawyers listed in the Contracted Public
Lawyers” Register become involved in a criminal case
whete contending parties apply for legal aid. In such cases,
the Legal Aid Bureau attorney protects the interests of
one party, while a contracted public lawyer is appointed
for the protection of the intetests of the other party. In
those regions whete no Legal Aid Bureaus function, the
appointment of lawyers from the Register is conducted

by the Consultation Centers of the Legal Aid Service.
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As of December 2010, the Register enlists 85 private law-
yers. From May 2009 to the end of 2010, these lawyers have

participated in over 1,000 criminal cases.

In 2009, after the Register began operation, the Legal Aid
Service directed its efforts towatrds the improvement of the
process of administration of this system. In 2010, the issue

of compensation for the lawyers became a priority.

The compensation system of the contracted lawyers is as
follows: the Legal Aid Service proposes fixed one-time
payments to the contracted public lawyers for involvement
in a criminal case. Moreovet, all procedural actions carried
out during criminal proceedings will also be compensated
in accordance with the rates defined by the Legal Aid Set-

vice. This rule was adopted after extensive consultation
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with private attorneys, judges, and representatives of non-governmental organizations. However, as practice has
demonstrated, the amount of remuneration did not prove to be sufficient for the effective functioning of the Regis-

ter.

Hence, the Legal Aid Service increased the tariffs of temuneration payable for participation in each procedural action
by 50%.

Participation in those procedural actions, which, according to the eatlier regulations, were not subject to compensa-

tion, was also paid according to the new tariff. In addition, procedures for salary issuance were also simplified.

Along with the increase in the amount of remuneration, the Legal Aid Service focused on the issue of professional
development of the contracted public lawyers. To this end, the lawyers were invited to attend various seminars and

share experiences with Georgian and international experts on relevant legal issues.
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THE QUALITY OF LEGAL AID
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5.1 HUMAN RESOURCES MANAGEMENT

The provision of high quality legal aid would be unfeasible without proper functioning of
the system of selection, evaluation, and motivation of Legal Aid Service employees. The
improvement of human resources management was implemented within the frameworks
of the EU project “Capacity Building in Support of Rule of Law in Georgia”. In order
to establish best practices, HR expert — Ms Irma Okropiridze was invited. Furthermore,
several workshops were conducted where the employees of the Legal Aid Bureaus Central

Office and the heads of the regional Bureaus discussed relevant HR issues.

In February 2010, a recommendation document was developed:

B The Legal Aid Service Personnel (Staff) Request Form reflects measures to be
undertaken in case of vacancy at the Service. They are, in particular, the procedures
necessary for the description of job responsibilities, qualification requirements, work
experience, and required skills of personnel (staft), as well as the justification of
these procedures for the management.

I Special Application Forms, together with the tender announcements, will be
uploaded to the employment portal, and will be filled out by qualifying candidates

during internal and open competitions for the announced vacancies.
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B Interview Questionnaire includes questions recom-
mended for the members of the selection/interview com-
mittee/panel, providing maximum opportunity to elicit
necessary information from a candidate.

B Candidate Evaluation Form describes the assessment
of the candidate by a member of the selection com-

mittee and the decision of the committee.

In this regard, in February 2010, the representatives of
the LAS’ Central Office and the heads of the Legal Aid
Burcaus discussed the issue of determining the profile
of desired candidates, forms of vacancy announcements,
mechanisms of employee selection, interviewing and can-
didate evaluation. At the conclusion of the meeting, the

participants received the developed forms.

Efforts were made to refine the evaluation and motiva-
tion procedures of Legal Aid Service staff. In April 2010,
staff performance evaluation forms and staff motivation

forms were developed.

The Legal Aid Service staff performance evaluation form

consists of several parts.

B Part One, to be filled out by the employee, includes
information about functions performed, obligations
fulfilled, and progress achieved during the reporting
period; a list of required trainings; and problems en-
countered in implementing the obligations set forth
during the reporting period.

B Part Two, to be filled out by the direct supervisor of
the employee, includes the following information: a
list of professional and personal skills and their as-
sessment, the strengths and weaknesses of the em-
ployee being evaluated, a list of trainings required by
the employee, recommendations on further improve-
ment of performance.

B Part Three, to be filled out jointly by the employee
and his or her direct supervisor, reflects plans to be
carried out, implementation deadlines, and achieve-
ment indicators during the subsequent reporting pe-
riod.

B Part Four is intended for acquaintance and notes.

The staff motivation form includes information about
the employee, evaluation of his or her performance, re-

ward justification, and type of motivation.

In addition to the development of the forms, in April
2010, a seminar was held with the participation of the
LAS’ Central Office and the heads of regional Bureaus.
The attendees became acquainted with staff motivation
theories, forms of motivation, and the establishment of
motivational factors, the goals and methods of staff per-
formance evaluation, as well as techniques for filling out

the evaluation forms.
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5.2 THE PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT
OF STAFF

The professional development of public lawyers is one of
the preconditions for the provision of high quality legal
aid. Therefore, the Legal Aid Service, together with partner
organizations, constantly ensures the organization of vari-
ous types of training events for its employees. In 2010, up
to thirty trainings, seminars, and workshops were conducted.

Some of these events were attended by both staff attor-

neys and invited public lawyers.

The range of the themes of the trainings implemented in
2010 was quite broad and included issues such as the protec-
tion of minors, the Furopean Convention on Human Rights,

forensic psychiatry, protection of real property rights, ez.
The United Nations Development Programme (UNDP),

within the framework of the project of Enhancing Legal

Aid Service Capacities, in cooperation with the German Foun-
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dation for International Legal Cooperation (IRZ), conducted

a training program on substantive criminal law: Four training
sessions were carried out in May, September, and October
2010. Georgian and German specialists expounded topics
such as the fundamentals of criminal liability, culpable ac-
tion, illegal action, categories of crime, single crime, multi-
plicity of offense, complicity, unfinished offense, circum-

stances excluding guilt and criminal responsibility.

In November 2010, the UNDP and the United Nations
Economic Commission for Europe (UNECE) facilitated a
seminar on the issue of real property protection. Local and
foreign experts, together with the consultants of the Legal

Aid Bureau, discussed topics such as mortgage, neighbor-
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hood law, and contract on selling a residential apartment. Spe-
cial emphasis was placed on the issues of socially disadvan-
taged population — internally displaced and economically vul-

nerable persons.

A number of trainings were conducted with the support of
the Capacity Building in Support of Rule of Law in Geor-
gia, funded by the EU:

B In May and June 2010, seminars on psychiatric exami-
nation were conducted. Along with invited experts, pub-
lic attorneys discussed the topics of psychiatric examina-
tion as limited liability, determination of the nature of
mental illness, ability to attend and perceive the trial pro-
cess, a person’s ability to provide valid testimony to the
trial body, determination of the level of mental develop-
ment, the condition of physiological affect, the ability to
effectively and fully realize the act of crime.

B In July 2010, a seminar on the training of trainers in ver-

bal argumentation skills was conducted. The seminar cov-
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ered topics such as the improvement of the skills meth-
odology, conceptual analysis and demonstration, struc-
tural and contextual clements of argumentation skills,
criminal case analysis, etc.

In July 2010, public lawyers attended training in commu-
nication skills. Within the framework of the training,
emphasis was placed on factors of effective communica-
tion, four sides of notification, partner-oriented commu-
nication, stages and levels of effective communication,
presentation techniques, adequate perception of body
language, producing a desired effect by means of non-
verbal communication, methods of persuasive commu-
nication and argumentation, positive body language dur-
ing presentation, etc.

In October 2010, the Legal Aid Service delegation vis-
ited the United Kingdom. During the study tour, the rep-
resentatives of the LAS were introduced to the particu-
lars of the free legal aid system in Scotland, attorney per-
formance evaluation, and the assurance of the quality of

free legal aid.
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In December 2010, within the framework of To'l, the
heads of the regional Bureaus and public attorneys were
familiarized with new models of teaching and the mecha-
nisms for their effective application.

In March 2010, the United Nations Children’s Fund
(UNICEF) and the Embassy of the Kingdom of the Neth-
erlands organized training on the issues of the protection
of juveniles. Public attorneys were acquainted with topics
like the relationship between an attorney and a juvenile cli-
ent, contact with a juvenile in conflict with the law, first
interview with a juvenile client, relationship between an
attorney and the parents of a juvenile client, questioning
of juvenile suspects and victims, defense strategy, and the
preparation of appeal.

In April, May, and September 2010, the German Foun-
dation for International 1.egal Cooperation (IRZ) facilitated
trainings on the issues presented in Articles 5 and 6 of the
European Convention on Human Rights (ECHR). The
trainings covered the following issues: introduction to con-

cepts of universal rights stipulated in the ECHR; proceed-
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ings at the Huropean Court of Human Rights; the signifi-
cance of the Convention for domestic courts; Article 5 of
the Convention: the Right to Liberty and Security of Per-
son; Article 6 of the Convention: the Right to Fair Trial;
other guarantees provided by the Convention in respect of
criminal proceedings. The participants of the training also
discussed complex legal cases pertaining to the Convention.
In June and October 2010, seminars on forensic psychia-
try were conducted with the assistance of the following
organizations: the International Legal Center, the Global
Initiative on Psychiatry (GIP) — Thilisi, and the Bioethics
and Healthcare Research Society of Georgia. Georgian and
Dutch experts introduced the attending public lawyers to
the importance of amendments made to the Law on Psy-
chiatric Care, possible new steps towards legislative reform

and future vision, pre-trial assessment, the Dutch system
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of involuntary hospitalization, and FEuropean and inter-

national principles of human rights in daily practice.

M In July 2010, public lawyers attended training on the le-

gal protection of refugees, organized by the United Na-
tions High Commissioner for Refugees (UNHCR). The
participants were introduced to significant topics such as
international protection of refugees and asylum seckers,
the role of the UNHCR, the basic principles of refugee
protection, procedures for determining refugee status, the
significance of information concerning the country of
origin in refugee protection cases, Georgian legislation
on granting asylum, comparative analysis of the law in

force and the new draft law on refugees.

B  In July and October 2010, through the facilitation of the

State Fund for Protection and Assistance of (Statutory) Vic-
tims of Human Trafficking, two training sessions on do-

mestic violence were conducted. In these trainings, empha-
sis was made on the following issues: causes and principal
characteristics of domestic violence, definition of domestic
violence, victim and perpetrator in domestic violence cases,
the concept of a family member, forms of violence, effects
of domestic violence on minors, child protection referral

procedures, definition of victim status, etc.

Several training sessions were conducted with the participa-
tion of the attorneys listed in the Contracted Public Law-

yers’ Register of the Legal Aid Service.

With the support of the American Bar Association, the

following initiatives were implemented:

B In February 2010, the contracted public lawyers were
trained in legal writing skills. Participants discussed the
general principles of legal writing, such as organization,
persuasiveness, simplicity of language, and editing. Apart
from this, the lawyers became familiar with issues of re-
search sources, argumentation, and the application of
relevant literature.

B 1n May and June 2010, the contracted public lawyers at-
tended a seminar on legal skills. Attention was focused
on the issues of jury selection, introductory speech, cross-
examination, re-direct and cross-examination, witness

preparation, witness impeachment and conclusive speech.

The Norwegian Mission of Rule of Law Advisers to Geor-
gia (NORLAG) also observed the professional development
of the Register’s attorneys. In June and July 2010, NORLAG
facilitated a training session on preventive measures and
presentation skills. Norwegian and Georgian experts dis-
cussed the legal requirements of the ECHR with respect to
preventive measures, the imposition of preventive measures
from the point of view of the judge, and a brief theory on

the presentation of arguments.

The contracted public lawyers were also introduced to the is-
sues of implementation in practice of Articles 5 and 6 of the
Convention for the Protection of Human Rights and Funda-
mental Freedoms (ECHR). In December, 2010, during a train-
ing organized within the framework of the “Capacity Build-
ing in Support of Rule of Law in Georgia project sup-
ported by the EU, participants discussed issues such as
the concepts of universal rights stipulated in the ECHR; pro-
ceedings at the Furopean Court of Human Rights; the signifi-
cance of the Convention for domestic courts; Article 5 of the
Convention: the Right to Liberty and Security of Person; Ar-
ticle 6 of the Convention: the Right to Fair Trial; other guaran-
tees provided by the Convention in respect of criminal pro-
ceedings. The participants of the training also discussed com-

plex legal cases pertaining to the Convention.
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5.3 THE STANDARDS OF THE PROFESSIONAL
ACTIVITIES OF PUBLIC LAWYERS

In 2010, work on the development of the standards of the
professional activities of lawyers within the “Capacity Build-
ing in Support of Rule of Law in Georgia” project sup-
ported by the EU continued. The process involved the
attorneys of the Monitoring and Analysis Division of
the Legal Aid Service and the heads of the Legal Aid

Bureaus.

B In February 2010, a two-day workshop was held on the
standards of professional activities of public lawyers. The
workshop aimed at the convergence of established norms

regulating the ethics of public attorneys’ professional ac-
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tivities, relations with clients, elaboration of defense strat-
egy, preliminary investigation, and the role of counsel
during criminal proceedings.

B In July 2010, the Legal Aid Service agreed on the final
version of the aforementioned document.

B In September 2010, the final version of the standards
was submitted to the Legal Aid Working Group, which
acts within the framework of the Interagency Coordinat-
ing Council responsible for the implementation of re-
forms in criminal law, for consideration. Work on the stan-
dards is underway on the basis of the comments and rec-
ommendations made by the members of the Working

Group.
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5.4 LEGAL CLINICS

The Legal Aid Service, in cooperation with the “Open
Society — Justice Initiative” (OS]I), is implementing a legal
clinics project for the third consecutive year. The project
aims to promote the professional development of law
students, as well as recruit highly qualified personnel to
the Legal Aid Service.

Every year, up to thirty students are trained as interns at the
legal clinics in Thilisi, Imereti-Kutaisi and Ajara Legal Aid
Bureaus. Internship opportunities are offered to graduate
law students of the Iv. Javakhishvili, A. Tsereteli, and Shota
Rustaveli universities, based on preliminary agreements. It
should be noted that in 2009, two successful interns were
employed at the Legal Aid Service. This trend of recruitment
continued in 2010. A former intern — Giorgi Ramazashvili,
was appointed to the position of Specialist at the Tbilisi
Legal Aid Bureau.

As a part of the legal clinic program, interns, under the
guidance of public lawyers, meet with real clients and prepare
various legal documents pertaining to specific criminal cases.
Furthermore, they are given the opportunity to develop
professional relationships with legal and penal institutions
as well as the prosecutors’ office. At the final stage of the
program, the students conduct a mock trial which assists
the interns in the presentation of practical skills of
conducting criminal proceedings, their practical experience

in working with legal documents, and theoretical knowledge.

As a rule, the mock trial is conducted at the end of the
academic year in Batumi. In 2010, this event was hosted by
the Shota Rustaveli State University of Batumi. During the
mock-trial, a case pertaining to robbery was considered. The
students, divided into groups, assumed the roles of attorney,
prosecutor, and judge. Director of the Legal Aid Bureau,
M. Trakli Kobidze, presented the students with the best
results with certificates and commemorative prizes. The
ceremony was attended by the public attorneys who

supervised the internships.

It is noteworthy that the issue of effective supervision of
the student internships is one of the key features of the
legal clinics” operation. This is why the Legal Aid Service
and “Open Society — Justice Initiative” (OSJI) conduct
periodic seminars for the lawyers involved in the project. In
2010, one such seminar was conducted with the participation
of an expert from the United States, Mx. Jim Taylor. Together
with public lawyers, he discussed the supervision of the
interns, the students’ role in legal clinics, and future strategies
for the development of clinical studies. Apart from this, the
participants of the seminar received the opportunity to hear

the opinions of former interns about the legal clinics.

The legal clinic project will be continued in the future.
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The Legal Aid Bureau is a client-oriented organization. The measures taken by the organiza-
tion to ensure the professionalism of the public lawyers and access to free legal aid are clear
evidence of this. However, it is quite difficult to evaluate the results achieved without a client

survey.

In the beginning of 2010, within the frameworks of the EU “Capacity Building in Support of
Rule of Law in Georgia” project, a Legal Aid Service client survey was conducted. The survey
encompassed two major cities — Thilisi and Rustavi. Three hundred and twenty respondents
were surveyed through a quantitative research method. Of these, one third were persons
utilizing public attorney services, 200 were potential clients, and 20 were employees of the
Legal Aid Service. In addition, within the framework of the qualitative research, legal experts

expressed their opinions about free legal aid. The research was conducted by Tera Media, Itd.

Below, some data from the survey is given, indicating trends in society with regards to the
Legal Aid Service:

B During the use of legal services, 58.1% of respondents expressed trust in state organiza-
tions.

B 94.7% of respondents indicated that they were connected to an employee relevant to their
necessity with higher than average speed.

B A similar majority, 92.0%, indicated that the analysis of their problem by an employee of
the LAS was conducted at a higher than average level of proficiency.

B 87.7% of surveyed respondents evaluated the problem-solving methods employed as more
effective than average.

B 86.3% of respondents assessed the dates scheduled for the solution of the problem as
more acceptable than average.

B 78.2% of respondents surveyed evaluated the level of professionalism of the 1.AS staff
as higher than average.

B 74.2% of respondents rated the results of the services rendered by the Legal Aid Service
as very satisfactory.

B 71% of the clients of the 1.AS stated that they had achieved a favorable outcome in court.

The research is valuable not only for its results, but also for the recommendations concerning
the elaboration of communication policy of the Legal Aid Service and improvement of rela-
tions with clients. These recommendations were the basis of the public relations activities in
2010.
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7.1 MEDIA CAMPAIGN

In 2010, a media campaign was implemented with the support of the UNDP. The
campaign aimed at raising public awateness about the Legal Aid Service, as well as

raising public legal awareness.

Special adverts titled “Public Attorney” were published in the newspaper “24 Hours”, and

relevant programs wete broadcast by the “Gtreen Wave” Radio. The project was imple-

mented in cooperation with
the NGO “Media Develop-
ment Fund (MDF)”. o— & nl
Throughout the yeat, the 3 E!!Eg!*“ .

ment, the protection of juveniles and wanted individuals, and the operation of the Con-

tracted Public Lawyers’ Register constituted the principal topics of the atticles.

In addition to the newspaper adverts and radio programs, the lawyers of the Legal Aid
Setvice were given the opportunity to use the services of the Georgian Public Broadcastet.
The public attorneys participated in the television program “Our Law”, wherein televant

legal topics, citizens’ legal issues, and the methods for their solution were discussed.

A TV clip, prepated with the assistance of the UNDP, became a significant feature of
the information campaign. The clip was aired on central and regional TV channels, and

reflected those cases where individuals required a legal consultation or attorney services.
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The clip contained the contact information of the Legal
Aid Setvice — hot line: 8(32) 92-00-55 and web site URL:
www.legalaid.ge through which citizens were able to re-
ceive detailed information about the free legal aid on a
regular basis. The clip was broadcast through the follow-
ing TV channels for varying periods of time: the Geor-

gian Public Broadcaster, Rustavi 2 Broadcasting Com-
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pany, “T'V Channel 25” (Ajara), TV Company “Rioni” (Imeteti), TV Company “Channel 9 (Samtskhe-Javakheti)
and TV Company “Trialeti” (Shida Kartli).

The first results of the information campaign should also be noted here: the rate of application of citizens increased,
as evidenced by the statistics of legal consultations provided. Furthermore, the number of users visiting the Legal
Aid Setvice website has also increased. While in 2009 the web page recorded over 6,000 visitors, in 2010 the number
of users exceeded 16,000.

In 2010, the cooperation between the Legal Aid Service and media representatives followed an interesting course of
development. Workshops organized by the UNDP in Kobuleti and Gudauti, and the workshop conducted in Batumi
with the support of the EU, were attended by journalists and public attorneys practicing in various regions.

In these workshops, journalists wete introduced to the issues of free legal aid, activities of public lawyers, the right to
defense, and freedom of expression. Upon the conclusion of each meeting, mock-trials were otganized where mixed
groups of public lawyers and journalists assumed the roles of defendant, plaintiff, and jury. The preparation for the
mock-trial process was found to be interesting by the attorneys and journalists duting joint discussions. As a result
of these events, journalists and public lawyers became better acquainted with each other and discussed joint projects,

which will positively affect the public confidence-building process towards the Legal Aid Service.
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The Legal Aid Service, as a successful example of the reforms introduced in the
Georglan judicial system, attracted the interest of international media. At the end
of December 2010, a telecast dedicated to the Legal Aid Service was aired on CNN’s
“Wotld View” program.

The telecast presents the story of one of the beneficiaties of the Legal Aid Service. A
defendant, Mr. Kakha Kisishvili, charged with theft, who approached the LAS with a
request for free legal aid, shares his expetience with the viewers. According to him, if
it hadn’t been for the efforts of the public attorney provided by the LAS, he would
have still been imprisoned. Ms Ketevan Gagoeva, a lawyer of the Shida Kartli Legal
Aid Bureau, who defended the interests of Mr. Kisishvili in court, also expounds the

details of the case. She speaks how she managed to prove the innocence of her client.

In addition to this story, the telecast highlights the progress Georgia has made in the
implementation of judicial reform. One example of this is the Legal Aid Service,
which, through state financing, has been providing free legal service and consultation

to indigent citizens for several years.

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“I believe that meetings similar to the one conducted with the organization of UNDP in
Kobuleti between journalists and public attorneys are very significant. Besides the fact that
journalists received the opportunity to interview the head of the Legal Aid Service, Mr. Irakli
Kobidze, pose all existing questions, and openly discuss relevant problems, we also became
acquainted with the representatives of the Legal Aid Bureaus, which is also very essential,
since ptior to our meeting, we had very little information regarding their activities.

Following the meeting, we, as joutnalists, no longer have the notion that public lawyets continue
to petform the function of state attorneys and that addressing them as such would make no
sense. The collapse of this stereotype has a major significance. Through our assistance, the
society will receive information on the activities of the lawyers, and the prevailing public attitude
towards state attorneys is bound to change in the near future. I believe that such meetings,
promoting increased communication among journalists and the representatives of any other
professional sphere, ate indispensable for us to provide more comprehensive information to the
public. Thus, I would like to express my gratitude to the UNDP, the Legal Aid Setvice staff, and
my colleagues for organizing this meeting and allowing us to patticipate in it. In addition, I would
like to thank the expert, who has managed to load our business meeting with many logical and
fun games, which made the meeting even more interesting.” — Lana Beridze
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“Such meetings primarily contribute to public awareness and thorough understanding of
the citizens’ rights, purpose, and responsibilities of the Setvice. It is a fact that our society
knows very little about public attorneys, their functions, and activities. I believe that the
establishment and operation of the LAS is of profound significance to the public, since the
citizens should be aware of their own rights and should have faith that their security and
civil rights are ensured by theit government. I believe that dissemination of information on
the activities of the LAS is a basic requitement for the proper functioning of the Service.
During the coutse of the seminar, shortcomings that exist in communication with the soci-
ety were cleatly defined. Consequently, all methods and possibilities, all instruments and
institutions should be utilized to facilitate the delivery of information about the activities of
the LAS to the public, and to explain that this Service has been created to assist ordinary
citizens and protect their fundamental rights. In addition, the existence of professional
staff in the public advocacy is also significant, since their non-professionalism can poten-
tially damage the reputation of this very essential Setvice, which will lead to a loss of con-

fidence in the public eye.” — Ani Mirotadze
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7.2 FIELD CONSULTATIONS AND EVENTS

Parallel to the media campaign, field consultations were
implemented in various regions of Georgia throughout
2010. The public lawyers held meetings with persons in-
ternally displaced from the occupied territories, socially

disadvantaged citizens, and high-school students.

Number of meetings on the subject of free legal aid were
held with the regional residents at the direct initiative of the
Minister of Cortections and Legal Assistance of Georgia,
Ms Khatuna Kalmakhelidze. Moreover, Legal Aid Bureaus,
in coordination with agencies participating in ctiminal jus-
tice reform, became actively involved in the activities of the
local Coordinating Councils, and vatious information and

educational events were held as a part of it.

Through the initiative of the Ministry of Cortrections and
Legal Assistance, the meetings with the local residents
assumed a regular character throughout the year. Public
attorneys, together with Ms Khatuna Kalmakhelidze, met
with the residents of Sachkhere, Poti, Kutaisi, Batumi,
Khelvachauri, Lanchkhuti, Oni, Ambrolauri, Koda,
Rustavi, Kobuleti, Ozutgeti, Marneuli, Kaspi, Bolnisi,
Sagatejo, and Khashuri. Also, joint meetings, organized
by the Minister and the LAS staff, wete held with stu-
dents. Ms Kalmakhelidze, accompanied by public law-
yers, visited the A. Tsereteli university of Kutaisi, Shota
Rustaveli university of Batumi, I. Gogebashvili univer-
sity of Telavi, and Iv. Javakhishvili university of Thilisi.

Several other important events wete also organized
by the Legal Aid Bureaus:

B In May and June 2010, the lawyers of the Thilisi
Legal Aid Bureau held lectures at public schools #173
and #53 of the capital. In addition, a field consulta-
tion was conducted with the residents of the
Khevdzmati settlement in the outskirts of Thbilisi.

B In the first half of 2010, the employees of the
Mtskheta-Mtianeti Legal Aid Bureau organized lec-
tures for public school students on the following sub-
jects: minors and drug addiction, rights of the child,
crimes against life, health, and property. The lectutres
were held for ninth-grade students of the Mtskheta,
Gudauri, Dusheti, and Zhinvali public schools. The
residents of the areas mentioned above, the popula-
tion of Stepantsminda, and IDPs from Abkhazia re-

siding in Mtskheta received free legal consultations.
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B In November and December 2010, four lessons
on the subject “The Constitution Protects Me”, were
conducted for the students of the #1 Public School
of Mtskheta. In these lessons, minotrs were intro-
duced to the significance of the basic laws of the
country, the history of Georgian constitutionalism,
human rights and fundamental freedoms.

B In May 2010, the attorneys of the Kakheti Legal Aid
Bureau conducted lessons for the students of the
Lagodekhi, Kvareli, and Telavi public schools. In ad-
dition, a meeting was held with the law students of
Telavi University. The Bureau was actively involved in
the activities of the local Coordinating Council for
the agencies patticipating in the criminal justice sys-
tem reform. During the second half of the year, the
Bureau staff patticipated in meetings on various legal
issues with the local government and residents of the
city of Telavi, the village of Kurdghelauti, Telavi dis-
trict, and the villages of Baisubani and Kabala,
Lagodekhi district. Additional meetings wete held with
IDPs from Abkhazia residing in compact settlements
in Telavi.

B In 2010, the Kvemo Kartli Legal Aid Bureau imple-
mented two information campaigns. In the first half
of the year, during a five-month campaign, the Kvemo
Kartli Legal Aid Bureau conducted seminars on the
topic of drug abuse and associated legal Lability in
over 50 public schools throughout the region. Fur-
thermore, in June and July, the Bureau staff conducted
meetings with the residents of Rustavi, Gardabani,
Tsalka, Tetritskaro, Bolnisi, Dmanisi, and Marneuli on
the issues of socially disadvantaged population. In
order to promote awareness on the criminal justice
reform’s progress in the countty, the Kvemo Kartli
Legal Aid Bureau took part in the activities of the
local Cootdinating Council. Since September, the
Bureau has begun work on the problems of ethnic
minorities without birth certificates. With this purpose,
the attorneys of the Buteau conducted field consul-
tations with the representatives of local authorities
and the residents of the villages of Talaveri, Savaneti,
and Kvemo Bolnisi, Bolnisi district. A field consulta-
tion on free legal aid was also conducted in Dmanisi.

B The public awareness raising activities implemented by
the Shida Kartli Legal Aid Bureau were also diverse.
During the petriod of February-June, 2010, the Shida
Kartli Legal Aid Bureau staff provided monthly legal
consultations to the IDPs from Tskhinvali residing in
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compact settlements. Five field consultations were conducted in the residential areas located in the districts of Gori and
Kareli. During the first half of the year, the lawyers of the Bureau delivered lectures to the senior students of five public
schools of Gorti and Kaspi. Meetings with minors wete also conducted with the facilitation of the local Coordinating
Council.

In addition, public attorneys also focused attention on the issue of professional development of law students. For
this purpose, the Bureau staff conducted three meetings with law students of the higher education institutions
operating in Gori. In September and October 2010, the attorneys of the Bureau met with the tepresentatives of
the local government and residents of the villages of Metekhi, Kavtiskhevi, Tsinarekhi, Doesi, Akhaltsikhe, and
Akhalkalaki of the Kaspi district.

B The newly created Samtskhe-Javakheti Legal Aid Bureau initiated an active communications campaign since the day of
its establishment. The lawyers of the Bureau convened introductory meetings with the representatives of local authori-
ties of Akhaltsikhe, Adigeni, Aspindza, and Borjomi. Lectutes were given to the law students of the higher education
institutions of Akhaltsikhe. Public attorneys conducted seminars about crime prevention for senior high school stu-
dents. With this purpose, they visited the Akhaltsikhe Public School #1, and the public schools of the villages of Atskuri
and Aspindza, Akhaltsikhe district, and the village of Ishori, Aspindza district. Also, the lawyers of the Samtskhe-
Javakheti Legal Aid Bureau implemented field consultations for the residents of Borjomi, Adigeni, and Vale. The
Bureau, in partnership with the National Probation Agency, hosted seminats organized for juvenile probationers.

B The Samtskhe-Javakheti Legal Aid Bureau also participated in the activities of the local Council. Among the
events organized by the Council, a joint meeting of the representatives of the Legal Aid Bureau and the Prosecutor’s
Office with the teaching staff of the Akhaltsikhe Public School #6, and a mock-trial process organized for the
students of the Akhaltsikhe Public Schools #5 and #6, are noteworthy.

B In the first half of 2010, the attorneys of the Imereti-Kutaisi Legal Aid Bureau held meetings with the internally

displaced residents of compact settlements in Kutaisi, juvenile probationers, and the students of the A. Tsereteli
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University. The Bureau was also involved in the activities of the local Coordinating Council. Through the organi-
zation of the Bureau, a mock-trial process was held for the students. As a patt of the event, the students, who
were grouped into opposing parties and judges, went through training at the Prosecutor’s Office, the Imereti-
Kutaisi Legal Aid Bureau, and the court. Upon the completion of the process, the most successful executors of
the defendant and plaintiff roles wete identified.

During the second half of 2010, public lawyers employed at the Bureau participated in meetings with the local
residents of the city of Samtredia, the villages of Didi Jikhaishi and Kulashi, Samtredia district, and the village of
Gocha Jikhaishi, Khoni district, on the subject of free legal aid.

Similar to other Bureaus, participation in the activities of the local Coordinating Council was relevant for the
Imereti-Zestaponi Legal Aid Bureau. In June 2010, the Imereti-Zestaponi Legal Aid Bureau, in cooperation with
the local Prosecutor’s Office and court, organized a mock trial process for the students of the Zestaponi public
schools. They were divided into thtee groups. The defendant and plaintiff parties were assisted in preparing for
the process by the employees of the Prosecutor’s Office and the Legal Aid Bureau. The judicial group received
relevant consultation from the Zestaponi District Court. The mock-trial was conducted in the most interesting
manner and concluded with the victory of the defending side. The students also received commemorative gifts.
In November and December 2010, the attorneys of the Imereti-Zestaponi Legal Aid Bureau conducted semi-
nats for the directors of the public schools of Sachkhere, Zestaponi, and Terjola. As a part of the initiative,
public lawyers introduced the directors to the issues of administrative proceedings, individual acts of law-making,
and the procedures of filing an administrative complaint and application review.

In December 2010, through the initiative of the Imereti-Zestaponi Bureau, the representatives of the Legal Aid
Bureau, the Social Service Agency, and the Civil Registry organized a round table meeting. During the conference,
the problems of the local population, as well as interagency cooperation to provide solutions to their problems were

discussed.
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B In April 2010, the Samegrelo-Zugdidi Legal Aid Bureau, in partnership with the Czech
NGO “People in Need”, implemented field consultations at IDP compact settlements.
Meetings were held in the villages of Narazeno, Tsaishi, and Tchkaduri, Zugdidi district.
The public attorneys briefed the IDPs on the details of the state strategic plan for the
refurbishment of compact settlements. The discussion also touched upon the issues of
the legalization of arbitratily occupied land plots, arrears for electricity bills, and the
restoration of identification documents misplaced as a result of the armed conflict.

B In July 2010, in cooperation with the National Probation Agency and the Public
Defender’s Office, the Samegrelo-Zugdidi Legal Aid Bureau participated in a seminar
organized for juvenile probationers.

M In addition, in October and November 2010, the employees of the Samegrelo-
Zugdidi Legal Aid Bureau provided legal consultations to the local residents of the
villages of Koki, Ganmukhuti, Anaklia, Darcheli, Ingiri, Shamgoni, Ergeti, Octomberi,
Urta, Tsaishi, Didinedzi and Chkhoria of the Zugdidi district.

B The legal issues of IDPs were also a priority for the Samegrelo-Poti Legal Aid Bu-
reau. In the first half of 2010, the attorneys of the Bureau organized consultations
for IDPs residing in compact settlements in Poti and Senaki. Furthermore, lectures
on drug abuse and associated legal liability were given to students of Public Schools
#1, #5, and #21 of Poti. Public lawyers explained the essence of drug-related crime
and its legal consequences to the young listeners. An event on a similar subject was
also held for juvenile probationers.

B InNovember 2010, the lawyers of the Ajara Legal Aid Bureau organized seminars at
the first public schools of the villages of Shatabidzeebi and Kakhaberi, Khelvachauri
district. The principal topic of the seminars was the legal status of minors and guar-
antees for their protection. The students’ interest was focused on crimes such as
theft, hooliganism, robbery, possession of sharp edged weapons, and consumption
of psychotropic substances. They also expressed interest in the conditions of educa-
tion and employment for juveniles in prison. Discussion also focused on the rights of

the child as well as the code of conduct for students.

In 2010, the Legal Aid Service implemented several initiatives for the students of
various universities:

B In April and May 2010, Director of the Legal Aid Service, Mr. Irakli Kobidze, held
meetings with the students of the Tbilisi State University, Ilia State University, and the
Free University of Thilisi. The Director familiarized the students with the rules of a
conference essay competition on the topic “Right to Defense and the Legal Aid Set-
vice”, which was announced for law students of various higher education institutions.

B In June 2010, about twenty students from eight universities of Georgia participated in the
student essay competition, titled “Access to Justice in a Democratic Society and the Legal
Aid Setvice”. The competition was held with the organizational suppott of the UNDP and
the LAS. The principal objective of the contest was the promotion of discussion among
future lawyers on the issues of availability of justice in Geotgia and the right to defense, as
well as their introduction to the already existing practice of the Legal Aid Service. The
competition was concluded with a summary conference wherein the participants teviewed
the compliance of Georgian legislation and practice with international standards, and devel-
oped their own recommendations. The paperwork submitted for the competition was evalu-
ated by a qualified jury. The winning students received commemorative prizes from UNDP.
All participants received relevant certificates.

B In September and October 2010, Director of the Legal Aid Service, M. Irakli Kobidze,
participated in the project of student information on the ctiminal justice reform imple-
mented by the Ministry of Justice, the European Union, and the United Nations Associa-
tion. Within the framework of the project, Mr. Kobidze gave four lectures to students
from Thilisi, Kutaisi, Akhaltsikhe, Gori, and Gardabani on the issue of free legal aid. He
expounded the reform of the state-sponsored legal aid system, the organizational struc-
ture of the Legal Aid Service, the mandate of the LAS, the features of the work of public
attorneys, as well as the priorities of the Service in terms of further development.

2010 was also significant to the Legal Aid Setvice in
terms of those international conferences which were
dedicated to the reforms underway in the criminal jus-

tice system.

B In May, 2010, during a conference organized in
Thilisi within the framework of the EU “Capacity
Building in Support of Rule of Law in Georgia”
project, Director of the Legal Aid Service, Mr. Irakli
Kobidze, informed the representatives of the civil
society on the reforms conducted in the field of
free legal aid during the period of 2009-2010. In his
speech about the results of the activities, Mr.
Kobidze emphasized priority issues such as increased
access to free legal aid, provision of high-quality
service, and increasing public awareness of the Le-

gal Aid Service. The attendees were provided with
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information on the improved and newly opened Legal
Aid Bureaus, the trainings conducted by the public law-
yers, and other activities.

In May 2010, the head of the EU Delegation in Geot-
gia, Mr. Per Eklund, visited the Ajara Legal Aid Bu-
reau. During his visit, the diplomat was introduced to
the activities of the public attorneys and consultants,
as well as the ongoing reforms in the free legal aid
system. During the meetings, Mr. Eklund once again
reiterated that the EU continues to provide support to
Geotgia in the development of the Legal Aid Service
into an organization equipped with a high level of pub-
lic trust.

In September 2010, during a two-day workshop held
in Thilisi, the members of the Legal Aid Reformers’
Network (LARN) were acquainted with the situation

of free legal aid. Director of LAS, Mr. Irakli Kobidze,
conducted a presentation of the standards of profes-

sional activities of the public lawyers.

With regards to the standards, Mr. Kobidze highlighted the
significance of the document, its structure, and the issues
of its subsequent implementation. According to him, the
established standards determine the ethical aspects of the
public attorneys’ practice, relations with the defendant, the
development of the defense strategy, and the tole of coun-
sel duting various stages of proceedings. The aforemen-
tioned document will contribute to the improvement of the
quality of free legal aid, which is a strategic ptiority of the
Legal Aid Service.

The two-day wotrkshop with the participation of the Legal
Aid Reformers’ Network (LARN) was dedicated to the pro-
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vision of quality defense in ctiminal cases, and the sig-
nificance of research during the policy development pro-
cess in the field of legal aid. The event was organized by
the “Open Society — Justice Initiative” (OS]I) in pattnet-
ship with the Soros-Foundation Moldova (SFM), and the
Open Society — Georgia Foundation (OSGF). The con-
ference was attended by the representatives of free legal
aid provider organizations of Georgla, Lithuania, Bul-

gatia, Moldova, Ukraine, Kyrgyzstan, and Mongolia.

The Legal Aid Reformers’ Network (LARN), established
last year through the initiative of the Open Society Insti-
tute, aims at the reformation of free legal aid systems in
post-communist countties and the promotion of regional
cooperation in this field. The Legal Aid Service of the
Ministry of Corrections and Legal Assistance patticipates

in the organization’s activities on Georgia’s behalf.
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B In September 2010, another conference within the EU “Capacity Building in Support

of Rule of Law in Geotgia” project on the subject of criminal justice reform was held
in Thilisi. Director of the Legal Aid Service, Mr. Irakli Kobidze, introduced the LAS
five-year development plan to international organizations and representatives of civil
society. Mr. Kobidze spoke at length about subsequent reform priorities of the Legal
Aid Setvice. Attention was also focused on the wotk carried out in terms of retraining
program of public attorneys in accordance with the updated provisions of the new
Ctiminal Procedute Code on legislation and imptisonment.

B In December 2010, the Legal Aid Service hosted an international conference, themed
“Role of the Attorney in a Rule of Law State”. The representatives of governmental,
non-governmental, donor organizations, and public lawyers attended the event. The
conference was implemented within the EU “Capacity Building in Support of Rule of

Law in Georgia” project.

In this event, Director of the Legal Aid Service, Mr. Irakli Kobidze, summarized the results

of LAS activities undertaken in 2010, and awarded certificates to successful employees.

Suptreme Court Justice, Giorgi Shavliashvili, and the head of the EU “Capacity Building in
Support of Rule of Law in Georgia” project, Ms Renate Winter, addressed the conference.
A discussion was held on Criminal Procedural Legislation, juvenile justice, and the Code of
Ethics of the Georgian Bar Association. Participants also discussed the issues of specializa-
tion of LAS public lawyers, the standards of their professional activities and training re-
quirements, as well as the management of the Legal Aid Bureaus and activities pertaining to

the attorneys listed in the Contracted Public Lawyers’ Register.

In December 2010, Minister of Cotrections and Legal Assistance of Georgia, Ms Khatuna
Kalmakhelidze established the Monitoring Council of the Legal Aid Service. The Coun-
cil provides a mechanism to ensure the independence and transparency of the free legal
system existing at the expense of the State. The functions of the Council are defined by
the Law on Legal Aid.

The Monitoring Council is a supervisory body, staffed by the representatives of the Geot-
glan Bar Association, the Ministry of Corrections and Legal Assistance, the Parliament,
and NGOs working in the field of law and human rights. The Council determines the
principal directions of the LAS, approves its strategy, implements the monitoring of the
fulfillment of the strategy; in addition, in order to improve the operation of the Service, it
develops recommendations and suggestions, and submits them to the Minister for consid-

eration.
